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Wildlife Services – Coyote Control

SUMMARY:

Neospora caninum is an organism that can cause early abortion in cattle and possibly sheep.  The coyote is widely implicated as being a spreader of this organism.  The Neospora organism is spread by feces contaminating animal food supplies such as hay grain and pastures.  The cattle are infected by ingestion of the organism.  
Predators, particularly coyotes, are proving to be a considerable burden to livestock producers causing considerable economic loss.  
RESOLVED:
That the Southern Association of State Departments of Agriculture at its annual meeting in Atlanta, Georgia in June 2004, urges USDA APHIS Wildlife Services to fund an adequate predator control program, in cooperation with participating states, to better protect both livestock and public health.
