The growers in our states are dedicated to setting aside appropriate acreage for Refuge areas in Transgenic Corn (GMO corn) as established by EPA in concert with our state environmental agencies and departments. As a result, our growers continue to rely on conventional crop protection chemicals that have been used safely and without environmental risk for effective insect pest control in these Refuge areas. For this reason, we are concerned that the EPA's proposal to cancel the use of the insecticide carbofuran on all crops, including corn,  ignores the benefits this product continues to have for certain selective uses and in certain specific geographical regions of our states. We would note that it is critical in particular that carbofuran continue to be available to corn farmers for rescue applications, often needed in Refuge areas, and remains the only insecticide available for eradication of corn rootworm in a rescue application. For this reason, we would ask that in the forthcoming Science Advisory Panel reviewing EPA's cancellation proposal, that it take into account the benefits of carbofuran in such selective use applications as the rescue use for corn.
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
