NASDA supports the following action item in support of the first two paragraphs of NASDA policy 10.3 Rail Transportation.  NASDA supports HR 2125 and S953 – Rail Competition and Service Improvement Act and also supports HR 1650 and S772 – Railroad AntiTrust and Enforcement Act with the following letters of support to committees and leadership.

HR 2125 and S 953 are critically important to ensure that rail customers have access to competitive rail service and that those rail customers without access to competition are protected from unreasonable railroad rates and practices and have access to reliable rail service.  The legislation also includes provisions such as final offer arbitration, which are especially important to the agriculture industry.  

HR 1650 and S772 are bills to amend the Federal antitrust laws to provide expanded coverage and to eliminate exemptions from such laws that are contrary to the public interest with respect to railroads.  Senator Patrick Leahy, Chairman of the Senate Judiciary Committee has placed S772 on the Senate calendar for consideration by the full Senate.
