Pre-Emption Resolution to be included in OP

RESOLUTION CONCERNING LOCAL FERTILIZER REGULATION XE "LOCAL FERTILIZER REGULATION" 
Whereas the Association of American Plant Food Control Officials (AAPFCO) is 
vitally interested in the protection of the environment; and

Whereas AAPFCO believes that appropriate fertilizer use can improve the quality of
 the environment; and 

Whereas AAPFCO recognizes that the regulation of fertilizers must be based on 
sound scientific principles; and

Whereas AAPFCO recognizes that local ordinances regulating the registration,
labeling, packaging, sale, storage, distribution, use and application of fertilizer can 
significantly disrupt the uniform movement of these products in commerce and harm 
the environment; and

Whereas municipalities and other forms of local government may lack the proper 
scientific expertise to properly and adequately regulate fertilizers;  

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Association of American Plant Food 
Control Officials does not support the development of local regulation of fertilizers 
by political subdivisions below the level of the State; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this Association recommends that all states 
move quickly to develop legislation that prohibits the regulation of fertilizers below
 the level of the State in order to insure that these materials are regulated based on 
sound scientific principles needed to protect the environment.

New Definitions Recommended for Tentative (Tentative 2005)
T-64 Humic Acid is any of the various organic acids obtained from humus.

 T-65 Humate is a salt or ester of a humic acid.

 T-66 Maleic-Itaconic Copolymer is a family of copolymers that may be used as 
         an additive or coating to reduce fixation of phosphate fertilizer in soils and 
         as a coating to provide dust control on granular phosphate fertilizers.

T-67 Vermicompost is earthworm castings that have undergone non-
         thermophilically biological oxidation and stabilization.

T-68 Vermicompost Extract  is the water extract of vermicompost and may 
         contain suspended material.

T-69  EarthWorm Castings  are excreta of earthworms produced in a controlled 
          environment and consist primarily of the digested material passed by the 
          worms.

Mn-17 Manganese Polysaccharide is an organic compound of manganese with 
            polysaccharide long chain carbohydrates.

Zn-20 Zinc Polysaccharide is an organic compound of zinc with polysaccharide 
           long chain carbohydrates.

Cu-19 Copper Polysaccharide is an organic compound of copper with 
           polysaccharide long chain carbohydrates.

Fe-22 Iron Polysaccharide is an organic compound of iron with polysaccharide 
          long chain carbohydrates.

T-69  Enhanced Efficiency (EE) be adopted to describe fertilizer products with 
          characteristics that minimize the potential of nutrient losses to the 
          environment, as compared to a  “reference soluble” product.

T-70  Slow Release be adopted to describe fertilizer products that release 
         (convert to a plant- Available form) their plant nutrients at a slower rate 
         relative to a” reference soluble” product.  Examples of slow release 
         products are coated or occluded, which control the release of soluble 
         nutrients through coating or occlusion of the soluble nutrient compounds, 
         water insoluble, or slowly available water soluble. 

T-71 Stabilized be adopted to describe products that have been amended with 
        an additive that reduces the rate of transformation of fertilizer compounds, 
        resulting in extended time of availability in the soil.  Examples of stabilizing 
        amendments are nitrificiation inhibitors, nitrogen stabilizers or urease 
         inhibitors.
Uniform Bills Committee 

The Committee approved a recommendation to move the addition of Nickel in Fertilizer Rule 1 as “Official” for 2005-6.  It should be noted that other AAPFCO committees must first address certain aspects of Nickel, such as defining ingredient sources, analytical methodology, and investigational allowances, before Nickel is approved by the states.    (Pg 37)

The Committee approved a recommendation to accept the Fertilizer Rules and Regulations for Bulk Composts as “Tentative” for 2005-6.  By approving these Compost Rules as Tentative, the Committee will have the opportunity to receive comments from all AAPFCO members and committees. (Attached)  

Rules and Regulations – Bulk Compost

These Rules and Regulations for Bulk Compost are approved by the AAPFCO under the Uniform State Fertilizer Bill and in conjunction with the Rules and Regulations for Fertilizer.  States proposing to adopt these Rules and Regulations for Bulk Compost under their own state fertilizer law are encouraged to adopt AAPFCO’s Rules and Regulations for Fertilizer, which also apply to compost, unless otherwise noted within these regulations. 
Under the Uniform State Fertilizer Bill by the ________ of the State of __________ pursuant to due publication and notice of opportunity for a public hearing, the _________ has adopted the following regulations.

1.
Definitions of Words and Terms


When used in these Rules and Regulations:

a.
“Annual Production” means the quantity of compost produced by a composting facility.

b.
“Batch” means a specified volume or quantity of compost. A batch may represent:
(1.)
The volumetric capacity of a windrow or stockpile; or 



(2.)
A testing frequency of no less than:
(A)
Once per quarter for a facility with an annual production of 1 – 6,250 tons of compost; or
(B)
Once per two (2) months for a facility with an annual production of 6,251 – 17,500 tons of compost; or




(C)
Once per month for a facility with an annual production of 17,501 tons of 

compost and above.

c.
“Bulk” means in non-packaged form.


d.
“Compost” means a biologically stable material derived from the composting process.

e.
“Composting” means the biological decomposition of organic matter. It is accomplished by mixing and piling in such a way to promote aerobic and/or anaerobic decay. The process inhibits pathogens, viable weed seeds, and odors.


f.
The term “Quantity Statement” means net weight or net volume.


g. 
“Lot” means an identifiable quantity of compost that can be sampled officially up to and including a freight car load or 50 tons maximum, or that amount contained in a single vehicle, or that amount delivered under a single invoice. 

2.
Net Weight

The label of a bulk compost must include a statement of the net weight; however, if the quantity statement is provided on a volume basis:

a.
A weight conversion shall be provided elsewhere on the product label (e.g., 2 cubic yards = 1 ton); or

b.
A weigh scale ticket shall accompany delivery and be supplied to the purchaser at time of delivery.

3.
Product Claims

Compost shall be exempt from (cite State’s Soil Amendment Law), “the State Soil Amendment Law” provided that the compost is registered as a fertilizer and also provided that the label and labeling may bear a statement that the product is intended solely to be used for one or more of the following purposes:


a.
Improves the soil structure;


b.
Improves water holding capacity;


c.
Modifies the bulk density of the soil;


d.
Supplies organic matter;


e.
Improves cation exchange capacity (CEC) of soils and growing media;


f.
Improves drainage.

4.
Expression of Guarantees

a.
Guarantees shall be stated on a wet basis (“as is”).  However, for compost stored in environmental conditions that may result in a variable moisture content in the compost, guarantees may be determined and guaranteed at a specific moisture level, provided that the moisture value shall be stated on the label.  Provided that the _____ determines the moisture level to be in excess of the stated value, the nutrient guarantees shall be adjusted accordingly. 

b.
Each batch of bulk compost may be tested for nutrient content, and such test results may constitute a guarantee:

(1.)
Except that Total Phosphate (P2O5) may be guaranteed in addition to Available Phosphate (P2O5) and Total Potash (K2O) may be guaranteed in addition to Soluble Potash (K2O); 

(2.)
And such test results shall accompany each batch of bulk compost.

 c.
Guarantees for Total Nitrogen (N), Available Phosphate (P2O5), Total Phosphate (P2O5), Soluble Potash (K2O) and Total Potash (K2O) may be guaranteed in fractional units of less than one percent, regardless if whether the compost is sold as a specialty or agricultural fertilizer.
5. 
Feedstock Ingredient Statement

The label must contain a list of feedstocks from which the compost was derived. 
6. 
Sources of Nutrients 

When shown on the label, the sources of nutrients shall be listed below the completed guaranteed analysis statement. The statement shall include any additional sources of nutrients that have been added to the compost.
